• John Thompson Nursing Scholarship – (November/December) Sold special 
wildlife themed Rotary calendars created by Tom Bell to benefit the John 
Thompson Nursing Scholarship.  The net proceeds of $270 were donated to the 
SPC Foundation designated to the John Thompson Nursing Scholarship, which 
is now fully endowed and being awarded to qualified nursing students. An 
additional donation allowed us to donate $1,500 more to the scholarship.
